DON'T:
Say, “l don’t see color,” sidetrack or end conversations on race, sit silently, or appease.

Be defensive or say, “I am not a racist.”

e Use the “N” word.

never
e Mandate that students use their video during Zoom classes.
if they feel comfortable
e Call on your Black students to speak for Black people.
e Don’t make assumptions about someone’s identities based on how you perceive them.
